C. Venting Methods

This range hood can be installed as either ducted or ductless.

WARNING: BEFORE MAKING ANY CUTS OR HOLES FOR INSTALLATION, DETERMINE WHICH VENTING METHOD WILL BE
USED AND CAREFULLY CALCULATE ALL MEASUREMENTS.

{a). Outdoor Venting methods (for outdoor venting through the roof or wall only)

The hood is equipped with a transition "duct set” for discharge of fumes to the outdoor. Vent work can terminate either through the roof
or wall. To vent through a wall, a 90 degree elbow is used.

Example 1. Vertical roof venting.

(b). Duct less Recirculating Kit (Charcoal Filter)

- Ductless conversion is intended for applications where an exhaust duct work is not possible to be installed. When converted, the hood
functions as a purifying hood rather than an exhaust hood. Fumes and exhaust from cooking is drawn and filtered by a set of charcoal
filtlers. The air is then punified and re-circulated back within the home,

- Ductless conversion is a * purifying” unit, a set of charcoal filter and an air deflector are required in addition to it standard aluminum filter set.

- The aluminum filter are intend to caplure residue from cooking, the optional charcoal filter helps lo purify fumes exhausted from cooking,
and the optional air deflecior redirects filter clean air back to the house.

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F.INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

- Before making cutouts, make sure there is proper clearance within the ceiling or wall for exhaust vent.

- Check your ceiling height and the hood height maximum before you select and install your hood. The hood instaliation height above cookiop
is users preference. The lower the hood above the cooktop the more efficient the capiuring of cooking odors, grease and smoke,
The hood shall be installed at 28" minimum to 32° above the countertop.

- Fitting material is provided 1o secure the hood to most types of ceilings. However, a qualified technician must verify suitability of the materials in
accordance with the type of ceiling. Must consult a qualified installer and check if the screws and drywall ancher perfectly fit with your ceiling.

- Due to the size and weight of this range hood, the support must be firmly attached to the celling, For plaster or sheet rock ceilings, the
support must be altached to the joists. If this is not possible, a support structure must be built behind the plaster or sheet rock.
The manufacturer assumes no respensibility for injury or damage caused by improper installations.

- Put a thick, profective covering over counter fop, cook top or range to prolect from damage or dit. Remave any hazardous objects around
the area when installing.

G. MAINTENANCE

Prior to any mantenance operation ensure that the range hood is disconnected from the power supply.

WARNING : FAILURE TO CARRY OUT THE BASIC STANDARDS OF CLEANING OF THE RANGE HOOD AND REPLACEMENT
OF THE FILTERS MAY CAUSE FIRE RISKS. THEREFORE WE RECOMMEND OBSERVING THESE INSTRUCTIONS.

Cleaning Exterior surfaces:

- The range hood should be cleaned regularly internally and externally.

- Clean periodically with hot soapy water and clean cotton cloth. Do not use corrosivefabrasive detergent (e.g. Comet Power Scruv”,
EZ-off oven cleaner), or steel wool/sconing pads, which will scratch and damage the slainless steel surface.

- For heavier soil use liquid degrease such as "Forumla 409 " or "Fantastic’ * brand cteaner
- After cleaning, you may use non abrasive stainless steel polish/cleaner such as M or ZEP to polish and buff out the stainiess luster
and grain. Always scrub lightly with clean cotton cloth, and grain.

Cleaning Aluminum Grease Filter / Stainless Steel Filter less Grill:

- The metal filters fitted by the factory are intended to filter out residue and grease from cocking. It need not be replaced on a regular
basis bul are required to be kept clean.

- This must be cleaned once a month using non aggressive detergents, either by hand or in the dish-washer, which must be setto a
low temperature and a short cycle.

- When washed in a dish washer, the grease filter may discolour sfightly, but this does not affect its filtering capacity.

- Drry filters and re-install before using hood.

Replacing Filters:
- When filters wear oul due fo age and prolonged use, replace with Aluminum Grease Filter (with Stainless steel forelock)

1. if the range hood does not operate after installation:

- Check if the range hood has been plegged in, make sure that all power has been turned back on and all electrical wiring are properly connected.
- Chiack the power connection with the unit is connected properly.
- Make sure the wiring between the switch board and control board are connecled property.

2, The range hood vibrates when the blower is on:

- The range hood might not have been secured properly on to the wall,
- Check weather the mator is secured in place, [ not, then tighten the molor in place,
- Check weather there is a damaged blower wheel, if so change the blower wheel.

3. The blowers seems weak:

- Check that the duct sized used is at least 6° or 3-1/4 x 10°. Range hood WILL NOT funcion efficiently with insufficient duct size,
For example: 7" duct cover 6° holes and loosely secured
- Check if duct is clogged of if damper unit is not opening properly. A tight mesh on a side wall cap unit might also cause restriction to the air flow.

4. The lights work but the blower is not spinning at all, is stuck or is rattling:

- The biower might be jammed or scraping the battom due lo shipping damage,

- The motor is defective, possible seized - change the mator.

- The thermally protected system delects if the motor is too hot to operale and shuls the motor down. In this case the molor
will function properly afier the thermally protected system coo! down.

5. The hood is not venting out properly:

- Reduce the number of elbows and length of duct work. Check if 2l joinis are propery connecled, sealed, and taped,

- Make sure the power i on high speed for heavy cooking.

- The wind from the opened window or open doors in the surrounding area are affecting the ventilation of the hood. Close all the windows and doors
to eliminate the outside wind flow.

- Check weather the direction of duct opening is against the wind, if 5o then adjust the duct opening direction.

- Check weather using the wrong size of ducting.

6. The light does not work:

- Check weather the light bulb is loose. If so then tighten the Bght bulb.
* - Bwap oul light assembly lo working ones to determine weather it is caused by defective fight buibs
