If the light C after a few minutes goes
off, the door can be opened.

If the light C stays on and the door re-
mains locked, this means that the ma-
chine is already heating or that the water
level is too high. In this case the door
can not be opened.

If you cannot open the door but you
need to open it, turn the programme di-
al to O to switch the machine off. After
a few minutes the door can be opened
(pay attention to the water level and
temperature !) .

After closing the door, it is necessary to
set the programme and the options
again.

The recommended load size is 3 kg for
cottons and linen, and 2 kg for synthetic
items.

@ It is also possible to dry up to 4
kg of cotton items (see the «Dry-

ing Programme » table).

The water tap must be open and the
drain hose must be positioned in the
sink or connected to the drain pipe.

1. Load the laundry.

2. Select a spin cycle at the maximum
spin speed allowed for the type of
laundry in order to obtain the best
drying performances.

3. Set the drying programme for Cot-
tons or Synthetic in the Drying sec-
tor of the programme dial.

4. Press button 6 to set the drying
time. Press this button again and
again until the time you want ap-
pears on the display.

For Cottons you can set a drying
time from 10 minutes to 250 minutes
(hours 4.10).

For Synthetic you can select a drying
time from 10 minutes to 130 minutes
(hours 2.10).

Every time you press this button the
drying time increases by 5 minutes.

Turn the programme selector dial to O
to switch the machine off.

Remove the laundry from the drum and
carefully check that the drum is empty. If
you do not intend to carry out another
wash, close the water tap. Leave the
door open to prevent the formation of
mildew and unpleasant smells.

Stand by : once the programme has fin-
ished after a few minutes the energy sav-
ing system will be enabled. The bright-
ness of the display is reduced. By press-
ing any button the appliance will come
out of the energy saving status.

Note! The programme time will au-
tomatically increase by a few mi-
nutes.

5. Press button 8 to start the pro-
gramme.

After the programme has started,
the time remaining is updated every
minute.

@ If you set only 10 minutes of dry-
ing phase with the timed drying
button, the appliance performs
only a cooling phase.
6. At the end of the drying pro-
gramme, some acoustic signals

sound. A blinking LI appears on the
display.

The pilot light B, and C and the light
of the button 8 go off.

At this point, begins an anti-crease
phase, which lasts for about 10 mi-
nutes. During this time the light C is
on. The door cannot be opened.

@ If you need to open the door be-
fore or during the anti-crease

phase or to interrupt it, press any
button or turn the programme
dial to any programme position
(except O.
The door can be opened after
some minutes. (In any case do
not try to open the door if it is
locked!) .



7. Turn the selector dial to the O posi-
tion to switch the machine off.

8. Remove the laundry.

Note!

The different type of cottons (towelling,
sheets, shirts, and so on) or any laundry
items rolling up during the spinning
phase may result in partial dryness.

In the exceptional case that at the end of
the cycle the laundry remains slightly
wet, we suggest that you unfold the rol-
led up items, redistribute them evenly in
the drum and select an additional drying
cycle of 20-30 minutes.

10.2 NON-STOP programme:
Washing and Timed drying

The recommended load size is 3 kg for
cotton and 2 kg for synthetic.

It is also possible to dry up to 4
kg of cotton items (see the «Dry-
ing Programme » table).

CAUTION!

Do not use a dosing device/ball
when carrying out a washing
and drying programme.

1. Load the laundry.
2. Add detergent and fabric softener.

3. Switch the machine on: turn the se-
lector dial to the required washing
programme/fabric.

4. Press the relevant buttons to set the
required options.

If possible, do not set a spin
speed lower than that proposed
by the appliance to avoid too
long a drying time therefore sav-
ing energy. In any case the low-
est values you can select are 900
r.p.m. for cottons and synthetics
and 700 r.p.m. for delicate fab-
rics. The reduction of the spin
speed is only possible after se-
lecting drying.

5. Press the button 6 to set the drying
time. When selecting a «<non-stop
programme» the pilot lights A and B
illuminate.
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The DRYING TIME value appears on
the display for some seconds, then
the entire duration of the washing
and drying cycle appears.

(i)

If you set a washing programme
and only 10 minutes of drying cy-
cle by pressing the button 6, the
total duration of the cycles dis-
played includes also the unroll-
ing and the cooling phase.

6. Press the button 8 to start the pro-
gramme. After the programme has
started, the time remaining is upda-
ted every minute.

7. Atthe end of the programme, follow
the indications given in the previous
chapter. Then, turn the selector to
the O position to switch the machine
off.

8. Remove the laundry.

10.3 Fluff in the garments

During the WASHING AND/OR DRYING
PHASE, certain types of fabric, as
sponge-cloth, wool, sweatshirt, could re-
lease fluff.

The released fluff could stick to the fab-
rics during the next cycle.

This drawback increases with technical
fabrics.

To prevent the lint in your clothes, it is
recommended:

* To do not wash dark fabrics after you
washed and dried light colored fabrics
(new sponge, wool, sweatshirt espe-
cially) and vice versa.

* To air-dry this type of fabrics when
they are washed the first time.

® To clean the filter.

® Perform one or more rinse cycles to
wash the drum between the washing
and drying of fabrics with different col-
ors.

e After the drying phase, thoroughly
clean the empty drum, the gasket and
the door with a wet rag.
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11. HELPFUL HINTS AND TIPS

11.1 The laundry load

¢ Divide the laundry in: white, coloured,
synthetics, delicates and wool.

¢ Obey the washing instructions that are
on the laundry care labels.

¢ Do not wash together white and col-
oured items.

® Some coloured items can discolour
with the first wash. We recommend
that you wash them separately for the
first times.

¢ Button up pillowcases, close zippers,
hooks and poppers. Tie up belts.

* Empty the pockets and unfold the
items.

e Turn inside out multilayered fabrics,

wool and items with painted illustra-

tions.

Remove hard stains.

e Wash with a special detergent heavy

soil stains.

Be careful with the curtains. Remove

the hooks or put the curtains in a

washing bag or pillowcase.

¢ Do not wash in the appliance :

— Laundry without hems or with cuts

— Underwired bras.

— Use a washing bag to wash small
items.

A very small load can cause balance

problems with the spin phase. If this

occurs, adjust manually the items in

the tub and start the spin phase again.

11.2 Stubborn stains

For some stains, water and detergent is
not sufficient.

We recommend that you remove these
stains before you put the items in the
appliance.

Special stain removers are available. Use
the special stain remover that is applica-
ble to the type of stain and fabric.

11.3 Detergents and additives

¢ Only use detergents and additives
specially made for washing machines.

® Do not mix different types of deter-
gents.

® To help the environment, do not use
more than the correct quantity of de-
tergent.

¢ Obey the instructions that you find on
the on packaging of these products.

e Use the correct products for the type
and colour of the fabric, the pro-
gramme temperature and the level of
soil.

* If you use liquid detergents, do not set
the prewash phase.

e If your appliance has not the deter-
gent dispenser with the flap device,
add the liquid detergents with a dos-
ing ball.

11.4 Water hardness

If the water hardness in your area is high
or moderate, we recommend that you
use a water softener for washing ma-
chines. In areas where the water hard-
ness is soft it is not necessary to use a
water softener.

To know the water hardness in your area,
contact your local water authority.

Obey the instructions that you find on
the packaging of the products.
Equivalent scales measure the water
hardness:

e German degrees (°dH).
e French degrees (°TH).

e mmol/l (millimol for each litre - inter-
national unit for the hardness of wa-
ter).

e For the maximum laundry load of the
drying programmes, refer to the dry-
ing programmes table.

Do no not set a drying programme for

this laundry:

— Very delicate items.

— Synthetic curtains.

- Woollen and silk items.

— Pieces of clothing with metal inserts.

— Nylon stockings.

— Quilts.

— Bed covers.

— Duvets.

— Anoraks.

— Sleeping bags

— Fabrics with residue of hair sprays, nail
solvents or similar.

— Garments with foam-rubber or materi-
als similar to foam-rubber.

12.2 Garment labels

When you dry ther laundry, obey the in-
dications on the labels of the manufac-
turers:

° = The item can be tumble dried

° = The drying cycle is at high tem-
perature

* = The drying cycle is at reduced
temperature

* [ = The item can not be tumble
dried.

12.3 Drying cycle duration

The drying time can change depending

on:

¢ speed of the last spin

e dryness level

e type of laundry

¢ weight of the load size

GENERAL TIPS

Refer to the «Drying programmes» table

to find the average drying times.

The experience will help you to dry the

laundry in a more correct way. Take note

of the duration drying time of the cycles

done before.

To avoid the static charge at the end of

the drying cycle:

e Use fabric conditioner in the washing
cycle.

¢ Use special fabric conditioner for tum-
ble dryers.

When the drying programme is comple-

ted remove the laundry in a short time.

12.4 Additional drying

If, at the end of the drying programme,
the laundry is still damp, set a short dry-
ing cycle again.

& WARNING!

To avoid creases of fabrics or
shrinks of the clothing do not
over dry the laundry.

13. CARE AND CLEANING

Disconnect the appliance from the mains
supply before you clean it.

13.1 Descaling

The water we use contains limescale. If it
becomes necessary, use a water softener
to remove limescales.

Use a special product made for washing
machines. Obey the instructions that you

13.3 Door seal

find on the packaging of the manufactur-
er.

Do this separately from the laundry
wash.

13.2 External cleaning

Clean the appliance only with soap and
warm water. Fully dry all the surfaces.

CAUTION!
Do not use alcohol, solvents or
chemical products.

Regularly examine the seal and remove
all objects from the inner part.

13.4 Drum

Regularly examine the drum to prevent
limescale and rust particles.

Only use special products to remove rust
particles from the drum.

To do this:

13.5 Detergent dispenser

e Clean the drum with special product
for stainless steel.

e Start a short programme for cotton at
the maximum temperature with a
small quantity of detergent.

To clean the dispenser:

1. Press the lever.
2. Pull the dispenser out.
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Remove the top part of the liquid
additive compartment.

Clean all the parts with water.

Clean the dispenser recess with a
brush.

Put back the dispenser in the recess.

13.6 Drain pump

The pump should be inspected regularly
and particularly if:

e the appliance does not empty and/or
spin;

e the appliance makes an unusual noise
during draining due to objects such as
safety pins, coins etc. blocking the
pump;

e a problem with water draining is de-
tected (see chapter “Troubleshoot-
ing” for more details).

& WARNING!
Before unscrewing the pump

cover, switch the appliance off
and remove the mains plug from
the socket.

Proceed as follows:

Unplug the appliance.

If it is necessary, wait until the water
has cooled down.

Place a container close to the pump
to collect any spillage.

Release the emergency emptying
hose (B), place it in the container
and remove its cap cover.
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5. When no more water comes out,
unscrew the pump cover (A) by turn-
ing it anti-clockwise and remove the
filter. Use pliers, if necessary.

Always keep a rag nearby to dry up
any water spillages when removing
the cover. Clean the filter under a
tap, to remove any traces of fluff.

6. Remove foreign bodies and fluff
from the filter seat and from the
pump impeller.

7. Check carefully whether the pump
impeller rotates (it rotates jerkily). If
it doesn't rotate, please contact
your Service Centre.

8. Put the cap back on the emergency
emptying hose and place the latter
back in its seat.

9. Replace the filter into the pump by
inserting it correctly into the special
guides. Screw the pump cover firmly
by turning it clockwise.

Make sure that air circulation around
the machine is not impeded by car-
pets, rugs etc.

Carefully level by screwing the adjust-
able feet in or out.

After having levelled the appliance,
tighten the lock nuts.

The appliance must be level and sta-
ble.

@ Never place cardboard, wood or
similar materials under the ma-
chine to compensate for any un-
evenness in the floor.

If it is impossible to avoid positioning
the machine next to a gas cooker or
coalburning stove, an insulating panel
covered with aluminium foil on the side
facing the cooker or stove, must be in-
serted between the two appliances.

Before placing it on small tiles, apply a
rubber coating.

The water inlet hose and the drain hose
must not be kinked.

CAUTION!

The machine must not be instal-
led in rooms where the tempera-
ture can drop below 0°C.



15.3 The inlet hose
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e Connect the hose to the appliance.

cold water tap with 3/4 thread.

CAUTION!

Do not use an extension hose if
the inlet hose is too short.

Water-stop device

The inlet hose has a water stop device.
This device prevents water leaks in the
hose because of its natural ageing. The
red sector in the window «A» shows this
fault .

If this occur, close the water tap and
contact the service centre to replace the
hose.

15.4 Water drainage

There are different procedures to con-
nect the drain hose:
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With the plastic hose guide.

e On the edge of a sink.
* Make sure that the plastic guide can-

not move when the appliance drains.
Attach the guide to the water tap or
the wall.

¢ To a stand pipe with vent-hole.

Refer to the illustration. Directly into a
drain pipe at a height of not less than
60 cm (23.6") and not more than 100
cm (39.3"). The end of the drain hose
must always be ventilated , i.e. the in-
ner diameter of the drainpipe (min. 38
mm — min. 1.5") must be larger than
the external diameter of the drain
hose.

e |f the end of the drain hose is this (see

the drawing), you can push it directly
into the stand pipe.



Without the plastic hose guide.
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e To asink spigot.

Refer to the illustration. Put the drain
hose in the spigot and tighten it with a
clip. Make sure that the drain hose
makes a loop to prevent that remain-
ing particles go in the appliance from
the sink.

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* Hinges
To mount the hinges it is necessary to
drill two holes (dia. 35 mm, depth
12.5-14 mm depending on the depth
of door furniture) on the inner side of
the door. The distance between the
holes hobs fixing centres must be 416
mm.

The distance from upper edge of the
door to the centre of the hole de-
pends on the adjacent furniture's di-
mensions.

The hinges will be fixed to the door by
means of screws for wood 1 and 2
(Fig. 4) supplied with the appliance.

¢ Mounting the door

The appliance is prearranged for a
magnetic closure of the door. To ena-
ble a correct operation of this device,
it is necessary to screw the counter-
magnet A (steel disk + rubber ring) in-
to the inner side of the door.

Its position must correspond to the
magnet B on the appliance (Fig. 6).

& Do not remove the screw C.

If the door has to be opened from left to
right, invert the position of the plates E ,
the magnet D and the plate C. Mount
the counter-magnet D and the hinges A
as previously described (Fig. 7)

CAUTION!
Do not remove the screw B.
