* During cooking, do not open the
oven door frequently.

¢ Try to cook more than one type of
meal within the oven at the same
time (You can cook two different
meals at the same time by locating
cooking bowls on the same shelf).

+ Defrost frozen meals before
cooking them.

* You can save energy by switching
off your oven a few minutes before
the end of the coaking time (The
oven door should not be opened).

¢ Let meat rest in the oven for about
10 minutes after the cooking time.
The juice is better distributed all

over the roast and does not run
out when the meat is cut.

* Fish in a fire-resistant dish should
be placed on the rack at the
medium or lower level.

Tips for grilling

Grilling is ideal for cooking meat, fish

and poultry and will achieve a nice

brown sur-face without it drying out to
much. Flat pieces, meat skewers and
sausages are particularly suited for
grilling as are vegetables with a high
water content such as tomatoes and
onions.

Setting the alarm clock

How to clean the hob

Ceramic hobs

Always rinse off fully with a clean cloth
wrung out in clean water (as residue
could damage the ceramic glass
surface next time the hob is used).

In no case should crusts be stratched
off with serrated edge knives, steel
wool or the like.

Remove calcium stains (ysllow staining)
with small amounts of decalcifying
agents such as Durgol, vinegar or
lemon juice.

Apply agent with a sponge and, in the
event of heavier sailing, let it work in
for a longer period of time. Afterwards,
wash offhcb with water.

Important
Sugar-based food such as custard

and syrup should immediately be
scraped off without waiting for the
surface to cool down. Otherwise
the hob may be permanently
damaged.

Cleaning the control panel

Damage of the control panel!

Do not remove the control knobs
for control panel cleaning.

Clean control panel and control knobs.

Cleaning the oven

No oven cleaner or any other special
cleaning agent is required for cleaning
the oven. It is recommended to wipe
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the oven with a damp cloth while it is
still warm.

Clean oven door

Don't use any harsh abrasive cleaners
or sharp metal scrapers for cleaning
the oven door. They could scratch the
surface and destroy the glass.

Removal of oven door

The oven door can be disassembled
for easier cleaning of the inner space
of the oven.

1. Open oven door entirely.
2. Press hinged shackles back at both
sides.

3. Put oven door in a slightly sloping
position.

4. Lift the oven door to the front with
both hands.

Install oven door again in reverse order
after cleaning.

Replacing the oven lamp
